4. Justification
a. Means: the act of pronouncing, righteous, Acquittal. All that was necessary on
God’s part for our justification had been effected in the death of Christ

5. Reconciliation
a. Means: To change from enmity to friendship between God and man. This is what
God accomplished. To bring into agreement those who have been estranged, to
cement broken friendships

6. Conversion
a. Means: to turn; a military term and indicated a turning or wheeling about

7. Forgiveness
a. Means: the deliverance of the sinner from the penalty; compete removal of the
cause of offense, such remission is based upon the vicarious and propitiatory
sacrifice of Christ

8. Salvation
a. Means: to rescue one from danger and destruction and to keep him safe;
deliverance; of the spiritual and eternal deliverance granted immediately by God
to those who accept His condition or repentance and faith in the Lord Jesus, in
whom alone it is to be obtain Acts 4:12
