b. Christ formed His church. Matthew 16:18
i. Itis His house. 1 Timothy 3:15
ii. It is His building 1 Corinthians 3:9
1. Christ is the chief corner stone. Isaiah 28:16; I Peter 2:6-8;
Ephesians 2:20
2. Yet He was rejected by some. Isaiah 8:14; Psalm 118:22-
23; Matthew 21:42-46
